Ly Dong A dua ra mét quan niém rat dac biét vé “binh quan”, khéng phai la binh quan
chia déu tai san, ma la binh quan giai quyét ca ba mat tam (tinh than), vat (vat chat),
sinh (sinh t6n) va tao binh dang co hoi, nghia vu, va quyén lgi.

biéu nay rat tién bo, bdi n6 vugt 1én trén chu nghia binh quan cao bang vo san nham
hudéng dén “cong bang dong”, tic 1a tao co ché dé con ngudi phat trién ty nhién, lanh
manh va c6 trach nhiém.

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Ly Pong A’s Concept of “Balanced Economy”

1. Philosophical content

Ly bong A introduced a distinctive view of “equality” — not as the equal distribution of
wealth, but as a balanced resolution of the three dimensions of human life: Mind
(spiritual), Life (existential), and Matter (material).

True equality, to him, means ensuring balance across these three realms and
establishing equal opportunities, obligations, and rights for all.

This was a remarkably progressive idea, transcending the leveling notions of
proletarian egalitarianism.

It aimed instead at dynamic fairness, building mechanisms for people to grow
naturally, healthily, and responsibly.

The triad Mind - Life — Matter represents the three essential aspects of society,
corresponding respectively to Education — Marriage — Economy.

This forms a comprehensive system, dialectical in reasoning yet profoundly
humanistic in purpose.

It shows that Ly Dong A viewed society not merely through material or political lenses,
but as a total human experience, encompassing the spiritual, ethical, and biological
dimensions of existence.

2. Social and Political Values

Ly bong A’s idea that “an ideal society is one without class struggle but built through
constructive means” serves as a subtle critique of Marxism.

He did not deny the existence of social conflict, but believed it should be resolved
through integration and harmony, not confrontation and destruction.

This reveals a deeply humanistic stance, seeking social symbiosis instead of class
antagonism.

His concept of Binh San Kinh Té (Balanced Economy) can be seen as a human-centered
economic model, where around 95% of the population belongs to the middle class or
small proprietors.

Compared with modern theories, it closely resembles the idea of a social market
economy (socialized economy) yet infused with Eastern moral philosophy, founded on
ethics and education, rather than merely on law and markets.



According to Ly Bong A, society must address three fundamental spheres equally and
simultaneously: Mind, Life, and Matter.

These are practiced through three instruments: Education (Spirit), Marriage (Biological
Life), and Economy (Material Life).

Only when these three develop in balance can society attain true harmony.

He argued that the economy should be based on human needs, not on greed or desire.
For him, “equality” did not mean equal wealth, but rather equal access to opportunity,
duty, and benefit.

If equality of opportunity is absent, then equality in duty and benefit becomes
meaningless.

In the context of 1940s Vietnam, Ly Dong A observed that about 95% of the population
belonged to the middle and petty bourgeois classes, which he regarded as the core
economic force of the nation. This constitutes the foundational force of the national
revolution and is also the reason why an equitable economy must be implemented so
that the great majority belongs to the middle class, thereby ensuring stability, self-
reliance, and sustainability.

3. Philosophical Foundations
In his social philosophy, Ly Déng A emphasized three humanistic principles:
e Binh (Equality): to meet economic needs based on fairness;

e Trinh (Fidelity): to regulate relations between husband and wife, ensuring
biological and moral harmony;

e Hoa (Harmony): to build social solidarity (solidarité) on a humanistic
foundation.

To realize these ideals, he believed in the need for education that enlightens, an
economy that serves life, and ethical, healthy family relations.

These three elements are inseparably linked — the pillars of a peaceful and humane
society.

Ly bong A’s critique of Marxist class struggle reaffirms his belief that an ideal society is
not one of mutual annihilation, but one of cooperation and organic unity.

Politics, in his view, is the organization and regulation of human nature — building a
structure where material and spiritual life are resolved in balanced harmony.



Conclusion

Ly bong A’s Balanced Economy (Binh San Kinh Té) is a human-centered economic
vision — one that places people, not material wealth, at the core of social order.

Only when Economy (Binh) advances alongside Education (Politics — education is the
beginning and ending of politics) and Moral Marriage (Trinh) can humanity achieve true
Peace and Harmony (Hoa).
