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The Human Principles and the National Realization System: Ly Dong A’s

1. Introduction

Unlike theocracy or class dictatorship, it envisions governance as
the expression of human rationality and compassion.

2.2 Universal Humanism (Nhan Ban)
This principle extends from the ethical dimension of human nature. Ly Dong A’s
universal humanism affirms the equality of all people, emphasizing that the
essence of humanity transcends race, nation, or ideology. It resonates with
Kant’s moral universalism and the postwar human rights discourse, yet it



remains rooted in an Eastern synthesis of compassion (ttr bi) and harmony
(hoa).

2.3The Constitution of Human Nature (Nhan Tinh)
Nhan tinh defines the structural nature of humanity, composed of four inherent
drives: sexual instinct (sdc tinh), essential needs (nhu yéu tinh), sociality (xa hoi
tinh), and self-defense (tw vé tinh). These natural tendencies rooted from what
Ly Dong A calls xa hoi tu tinh—the inherent social essence of humankind.
Through moral regulation (Trinh, Binh, Hoa), these instincts evolve into the
ethical and cultural dimensions of human existence.

Together, the three human principles describe a complete human philosophy.
3. The Six National Principles (Luc Dan)

To actualize the “Three Human Principles,” each nation must cultivate six foundational
domains of social life. These are not mere political slogans but integral fields of human

flourishing:
